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Baleares International College Uniform Policy: 

It is very important that all students follow the uniform code below. 
We are providing clear advice and guidance so that there can be no doubt as to what
is expected. 

Students are expected to take responsibility for wearing the correct uniform and
comply with this policy at all times whilst at school and on journeys to and from
school. 
The school is a learning environment; this is reflected in the dress code and in the
expectations we have of staff and students. 
The school uniform is an all-year uniform. During colder weather, girls may choose
to wear tights or trousers, boys may also choose to wear trousers.

Polo shirts should be tucked into the trousers at all times.

Socks: must be ankle length or below the knee and
must be plain grey, white or black
Tights: should be plain black, grey or opaque
Vest-tops/shirts: may be worn in the winter months
under shirts and must be plain white
Jumpers: school jumpers may be worn. No other
jumpers or hoodies are allowed
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On days when students do not have PE, uniform is to be worn as described below:



SHOES
Baleares International College Uniform Policy:

We wish to remind all students and their parents of the following school policy when
buying school shoes. 

Shoes will be all black, sturdy and made of leather or synthetic leather with wide, flat
heels. No black trainers are allowed. Platforms, open toe shoes and fabric shoes are
not permitted. Coloured laces or stitching are also not permitted. 

Shoes with a coloured logo or coloured/white sole are not permitted. 

In the summer term, sandals may be worn but these must be either navy blue or black.
Please see our guidelines:

For students in primary school we recommend a strong shoe that offers plenty of
support.
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BAGS

Bags must be a traditional school bag, suitable for students to carry their planner,
books and equipment.

These may be either rucksacks, satchels or messenger bags. We do not permit any
‘hand bag’ style bags, even those large enough to contain books and folders. Footballs
must be brought to school in a suitable string bag and carried around as such.

JEWELLERY, HAIR AND MAKEUP
Baleares International College Uniform Policy:

Jewellery is not appropriate for school. The only permitted items are ONE watch with
a plain strap (Smartwatches are not acceptable) and a pair of small, plain stud earrings
worn in the lower lobe of the ear. A necklace for religious reasons is allowed, but must
not be visible over the clothing. All necklaces and earrings must be removed for PE.
No other jewellery is allowed. No visible body piercing, including tongue studs, are
allowed.

Hair should be natural colours only. Extreme haircuts or patterns cut into hair are not
permitted. No hair extensions are allowed. Hair beyond shoulder length needs to be
tied up. Hairstyles should be sensible and appropriate to the working environment.
Hair must be tied back in primary.

Hair accessories: all hairbands and scrunchies MUST be plain blue, white or black and
of narrow width.  No decorative hairbands, hair ties or ribbons are allowed

Makeup, if worn, should be for the skin only. It should look natural and not be
noticeable. No eye or lip makeup is allowed.
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Coats are needed in the cold weather and should not have inappropriate logos or
designs. These should be navy blue, dark grey or black. Hoodies, denim jackets, and
any inappropriate or non-weatherproof coats are not permitted. Outdoor clothing
(coats, gloves, scarves, etc) will be taken off indoors including classrooms, corridors
and dining area.

A belt, if worn, should be black with a plain buckle. Large buckles displaying logos are
not permitted.

COATS AND BELTS

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SPORTS UNIFORM | PE KIT
Baleares International College Uniform Policy:

On days when students have PE, their sports kit may be worn to school as described
below. This does not apply on any day when the student does not have a school PE
lesson.

It comprises of: 

BIC PE shorts/skorts - Official BIC Logo kit only. Available from school supplier
BIC PE tracksuit trousers (for colder weather months) - Official BIC Logo kit only.
Available from school supplier
PE t-shirt - Official BIC Logo kit only. Available from school supplier
PE sports jacket - Official BIC Logo kit only. Available from school supplier

Socks must be plain white ankle socks. Navy blue football socks are also acceptable to
wear. 

Footwear should be sturdy sports trainers, not fashion trainers e.g. no Air Force One,
High Top, Vans or Converse. Sports trainers can be any colour.

Swimwear: Swimming costumes must be one piece, not bikinis. Swimming shorts must
be above the knee, not board shorts.

Caps: In summer months, PE staff may permit wearing of a cap during sports activity,
but this is not to be worn at any other point during the day.
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BIC UNIFORM SUPPLIER 
Baleares International College Uniform Policy:
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Our expectation is that the behaviour of Sixth Form students is exemplary and that
they act as positive role models at all times. In general, as with all other students, we
expect them to attend school every day, with the right equipment and meeting the
necessary deadlines. Due to their age and added responsibilities, we want to show
extra trust in our Sixth Formers and so the following exceptions apply to Sixth Form
students:

Uniform - smart/casual to be worn at all times, suitable for the workplace. Ideally, this
might include smart trousers, skirts or dresses, or collared shirts/blouses. Students to
be sent home if inappropriately dressed.
Items that are not acceptable professional wear and must not be worn include:

● denim (i.e no jeans, denim skirts, denim shorts)
● short shorts
● short skirts
● baggy tracksuit bottoms
● hoodies
● sportswear

If in doubt over any uniform or appearance issue, parents/students must seek advice
and contact the school before making any purchases. Any non-regulation clothing or
accessories will be seen as a breach of trust and will be confiscated if they are worn on
the school site.
